THE INSTITUTION

National Institute of Speech & Hearing (NISH) is an academic institution under the
Ministry of Social Justice, Government of Kerala. It is established as a society of the
Government of Kerala registered under Travancore—Cochin Literary, Scientific and
Charitable Societies Registration Act, 1955. NISH has been set up with the primary aim
of taking up educational and rehabilitation programs necessary for the integration of
individuals with disabilities. The initial focus has been hearing and speech impairments.
As the NISH operations expanded, the focus has also extended to include other
disabilities. NISH conducts programs both for professional preparation and also for higher
education of people with disabilities. NISH is currently a college under the University of

Kerala and the degree will be awarded by the University of Kerala

THE PROGRAM

This prospectus is for the Degree Programs for Persons who are Deaf and Hard of
Hearing. The programs offered are B.Sc. (ComputerScience)(Hl), Bachelor of
Commerce (HI) and Bachelor of Fine Arts (HI). The programs are affiliated to the

University of Kerala.

The curriculum for the above programs consists of theory and practical, with stress on
practical sessions. On successful completion of the program, the candidates will be

awarded the Bachelor degree in their respective subjects by the University of Kerala.

The regulations, scheme and syllabi for the B.Sc. (ComputerScience)(Hl) and
Bachelor of Commerce (HI) programs have been revised in 2019 and will follow the
credit based system.The duration of B.Sc. (ComputerScience)(HI) and B.Com(HI)

are 4 years having 8 semesters and Bachelor of Fine Arts(HI) is 5 years having



10 semesters. The first year (having two semesters) is the Preparatory Year and will

focus exclusively in Basic Mathematics, Communicative English and Indian Sign

Language. A student admitted to a degree program is required to pass all the subjects

in the Preparatory year to be eligible to continue into the second year of the degree

program.

NUMBER OF SEATS

The maximum number of seats for each of the above programs is 30. However,
the seats will be only filled with students who pass the Online aptitude test / viva

voce.

Twenty percent of the total seats (i.e. 6 seats) in each of the degree programs
are reserved for candidates belonging to SC/ST.
If any seat remains unfilled in the above category, the same will go to the general

category.

WHO CAN APPLY?

Admission is restricted to those who are deaf/hard of hearing as defined in the *
Rights of Persons With Disabilities (RPWD) Act, 2016. “ Deaf’ means having 70
dB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears. “ Hard of hearing” means
having 60 dB to 70 dB hearing l;0ss in speech frequencies in both ears.

Candidates seeking admission to the Degree (HI) program should have passed
the Plus Two/Pre degree or its equivalent from any Board or University in India,
recognized as equivalent for admission to a degree program in any University in
India. Candidates with equivalent qualifications in India or abroad also will be

eligible.

All applicants should have an email id and a mobile phone number in which
notifications can be received. This should be entered correctly in the application
form. No paper notifications through postal mail will be sent.

The given Mobile phone number must, preferably, have Whatsapp video
call facility.

The application fee is Rs.150/- for General and OBC candidates and Rs.75/- for
SC/ST candidates.

The bank charges for remitting the fee should be borne by the candidate.
Payment of application fee can be made through the Online payment gateway in

our website ( www.nish.ac.in) or at any branch of State Bank of India (SBI) using

a challan form available at all SBI branches. Payment should be made to the
NISH Account No: 67224749979 at SBI, Akkulam, Trivandrum. The candidate
can also download the challan form at the NISH admissions website
admissions.nish.ac.in. The downloaded bank challan will have the details of the
NISH account to which the application fee has to be transferred. The reference
number obtained from the bank and the remittance details should be entered in
the application form.
Those who have internet banking facility can remit the fees via NEFT transaction
to “NISH FEE ACCOUNT”, State Bank of India, Akkulam branch Account
No0:67224749979 with IFSC Code SBIN0070581. Please note the Unique
Transaction Reference (UTR) number and date as this will have to be entered in
the application form.

Application forms not accompanied by the NEFT/ challan will not be considered.
Candidates are advised NOT to enclose originals of any certificates along with
the application form. NISH will not be responsible for any original certificates
enclosed with the application form.
Original documents should be produced when called for the interview.
The Institute reserves the right to reject the application of the candidate, if:

a) The application is incomplete in any aspect.

b) The details in the application form do not match the supporting document.

c) The required fees are not remitted or the proof thereof is not attached.

Candidates seeking admission to the Degree(HI) programs will have to appear
for an Online test conducted by NISH.

This year considering the safety issues of the candidates due to the Covid 19
pandemic, the aptitude test for admission to the degree programs will be
conducted online.

Those who do not appear for the Online aptitude test / viva voce will not be
considered for admission to the degree programs.

Instructions to the candidates will be sent prior to the test and the candidate
should read and understand the instructions carefully before the test.

The Online aptitude test / viva voce will be conducted individually for each
candidate.The date and time of the test will be intimated in advance.

In the Online aptitude test / viva voce, the candidates will be tested in their basic
knowledge of English, Mathematics and Logical reasoning.

Those candidates who desire to opt for Bachelor of Fine Arts (HI) will have to
take an additional Skill test. For the Skill test, the candidate will be required to

send a set of assigned work to the mailld admissions@nish.ac.in at a

pre-informed time and date. This work will be evaluated for a Pass/Fail.
Those who do not take the Skill test mentioned in Clause 8.7 will not be
considered for admission to the Bachelor of Fine Arts (HI) program later.

The entire process may be video recorded to ensure transparency.

There will be a cut-off mark for the Online aptitude test / viva voce. Only those
who secure marks above the cut-off level will qualify for the rank list and
admission to the Degree programs.

A rank list of eligible students for admission to the degree programs will be
prepared based on the marks secured by the candidate in the Online aptitude
test / viva voce and the marks scored by the candidate in their qualifying
examination, giving equal weightage for both.

In case of a tie, the following norms will be applicable in the order given below..

a. The marks obtained in the online viva voce-aptitude test.
b. The mark obtained in the qualifying exam which is Plus Two or equivalent
thereto.

c. Date of birth, older candidate being given preference.
The candidates who are in the rank list can choose their preferred program for
Degree at the time of interview based on their position in the rank list as per seat
availability.
Admission to BSc Computer Science (HI), B.Com (HI), BFA (HI) will be
based on separate cut-offs for each program.

The Candidates who do not qualify the Online aptitude test / viva voce will not

be eligible for any of the Degree programs.
Once admitted to a program and the list sent to the University, no change of

program will be permitted.

11. FEE STRUCTURE

The tuition fee for Indian nationals is Rs. 6000/- per semester.

Additionally students must pay Rs. 1000/- for the Graduation ceremony and a
refundable caution fee of Rs. 2000/- at the time of admission. If the student fails
to pass the preparatory year after 2 successive attempts, he/she is to terminate
the program and his/her Graduation Ceremony fee of Rs 1000 will be refunded.
For foreign applicants from SAARC nations, the tuition fee per semester will be
Rs.20,000/- and for those from other nations the tuition fees will be Rs.30,000/-.
SC, ST candidates are eligible for fee concession and will be exempted
from payment of tuition fee. Candidates belonging to OEC will be exempted from
payment of fee in case of un-availed seats of SC/ST, in the order of their merit of
admission. The norms set by the SC/ST Department will be followed for
the award of concession.

Tuition fee is payable at the beginning of each semester. Late charges will be
applicable if the fee is remitted after the first 10 working days of the semester.
The candidate will have to pay the examination fee and other fees as prescribed
by the University from time to time. Fees remitted will not be refunded under any
circumstance.

Tuition fee and other fees can be made through the Online payment gateway in

our website ( www.nish.ac.in) or at any branch of State Bank of India (SBI) using

a challan form available at all SBI branches. Payment should be made to the
NISH Account No: 67224749979 at SBI, Akkulam, Trivandrum. The candidate

The admitted candidates can apply for the National scholarship for persons with
disabilities by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of
India,SC/ST scholarship and the State level Scholarship given by the Social
Welfare department. NISH shall provide assistance to the candidates in applying

for the scholarships.

Candidates selected for interview will be intimated by email / SMS. No paper
notifications will be sent through postal mail.

If any information given in the application by the candidate is found to be false on
verification at the time of interview or even at a later stage, the candidate will
forfeit his/her claim for admission and continuation in the program.

Candidates should submit all the original documents for physical verification at
the time of interview as per the instructions from University and as per the
COVID-19 protocol which will be updated in NISH website. Failing to comply with
the instructions from University, he/she will forfeit his/her claim for admission.
Change of date, or venue of interview or extension of time for producing originals
of documents will be allowed only as per university instructions.

If the Institute is unable to perform the physical admission process due to
restrictions imposed by the State Government / University, this information will be
updated in the NISH website.

NISH does not have hostel facilities currently. Several established hostels are
available in the city including Government hostels. NISH does not recommend
the students to stay in paying guest facilities offered by private individuals near

NISH or anywhere in the city. Students should stay only at registered places.

Ragging in any form is strictly forbidden inside the campus. Non-tolerance policy
is implemented and any such case will be reported to the Police immediately.

A policy document is available regarding prevention of sexual harassment on
campus. The Committee for Prevention of Sexual Harassment is in
operation on campus to oversee implementation of the policy. Any complaint
will be addressed immediately.

Smoking, consumption of alcohol, and use of illegal drugs in any form is strictly
prohibited within the campus. Violators will be dealt with immediately and
appropriate disciplinary action will be taken.

Students are required to maintain the buildings and campus clean and the
equipment should be handled with care.

This is applicable at all times when the student is on
campus. If the card is lost or damaged, duplicate cards will be issued on payment
of additional fees.

Leave of absence will be granted only on medical grounds. Such leaves only will
be considered for the purpose of granting relaxation of minimum attendance

requirements.

The admitted candidates will be evaluated and graded continuously throughout
each semester. Apart from this,there will be an End-semester examination at the
end of each semester. The grading obtained during the semester and
end-semester examination will be considered for the final grading for the
semester.

PreparatoryYear

The first two semesters are preparatory semesters. This is called the Preparatory

Year. Only candidates who secure a pass for all subjects in the preparatory

semesters will be eligible to register for the third semester. The Preparatory
Semesters carry no credits for B.Sc. (ComputerScience)(HI), Bachelor of
Commerce (HI) and Bachelor of Fine Arts (HI) and shall not be considered in the

final grading for the issue of the degree.
B.Sc. (ComputerScience) (Hl)

The students shall be evaluated continuously through each semester. The
evaluation for a Course/Subject shall involve — (1) Continuous Assessment (CA)
and (2) End Semester Examination (ESE). A maximum of three Continuous
Assessments shall be conducted for each Course/Subject. The best two marks
from the three shall be considered for consolidating CA. There shall be a final
examination at the end of every semester in each theory and lab course/subject.
Semester examinations for the odd semesters namely the third, fifth and seventh
semesters will be conducted by the Head of the Institute/Principal of the college,
the marks of which will be recorded in the consolidated mark list issued to the
candidate on completion of the program. For the even semesters i.e.; the fourth,
sixth and eighth semester, the University of Kerala will conduct the semester
examinations. The students shall be required to earn a minimum of 120 Credits

for the award of the Degree.

Bachelor of Fine Arts (HI)

There will be two internal assessments (IA) in each semester for each subject.
The University will conduct the even semester examinations for the fourth and the
tenth semesters. Semester examinations for the odd semesters third, fifth, sixth,
seventh, eighth and ninth semesters will be conducted by the Head of the
Institute/Principal of the college, the marks of which will be recorded in the

consolidated mark list issued to the candidate on completion of the program.

Bachelor of Commerce (HI)
The students shall be evaluated continuously through each semester. The
evaluation for a Course/Subject shall involve — (1) Continuous Assessment (CA)

and (2) End Semester Examination (ESE). A maximum of three Continuous

Assessments shall be conducted for each Course/Subject. The best two marks
from the three shall be considered for consolidating CA. There shall be a final
examination at the end of every semester in each theory and lab course/subject.
Semester examinations for the odd semesters namely the third, fifth and seventh
semesters will be conducted by the Head of the Institute/Principal of the college,
the marks of which will be recorded in the consolidated mark list issued to the
candidate on completion of the program. For the even semesters i.e.; the fourth,
sixth and eighth semester, the University of Kerala will conduct the semester
examinations. The students shall be required to earn a minimum of 120 Credits

for the award of the Degree.
